MATERIAL LIST 
1 – Vinyl Wrap Cover with adhesive loop Velcro attached 
 
DIRECTIONS 
Clean the wood on the platform first with a 50/50 mixture of isopropyl alcohol (IPA) and water prior to applying the adhesive Velcro. 
Place the Wrap Cover under the swing with the Velcro edge ready to be pulled around the perimeter of the swing. Line the seams 
up with the corners of the swing base pull the Velcro edge over the base and position close to the padding on the swing. Remove 
the white plastic from the adhesive Velcro and place it on the board. Allow adhesive to bond for 24 - 72 hours before trying to sepa-
rate the Velcro. 
 
MAINTENANCE CHECKLIST 
All of the following wear points should be checked on a monthly basis and recorded on the checklist enclosed. 

• Check for loose stitches or ripped seams. If loose stitches or ripped seams are found, discontinue use until repaired. 
 
STORAGE PROCEDURES 

• Store out of direct sunlight. 

• Store where not accessible by clients without proper supervision. 
 
CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS 

• Check for client allergies first. 

• Check with your infectious disease department before using these procedures. 

• Covers may be machine washed using cold water and mild detergent. 

• Tumble dry, low heat.
