ASSEMBLY PROCEDURE:
Place the base on the table/counter/floor where it will be used. Slide the marble panel into the center slot of the base.
To use on an angle, remove the panel from the center and place the bottom edge in the slot on either end. One end
will hold the marble panel at a 20 degree angle. The other end will hold it at a 30 degree angle.

MAINTENANCE CHECKLIST

All of the following wear points should be checked on a monthly basis and recorded on the checklist enclosed:

e Check the wood surface and edges for splinters. If found, discontinue use until repaired. You may repair it by sand-
ing the area smooth with a medium grit sandpaper, and applying two coats of clear lacquer to the repaired area.

e Check all components to make certain secured to activity wall.
